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Marian Mawr, is a mid to late-17th century, stone-built, 2-storey farmhouse of end-chimney lobby--entry type, and an ‘L’ shape plan. It originally had dressed stone mullion windows and doorway, some windows survive at the east gable-end and to the rear. It has good quality details such as copings stones to gables and a moulded stone eaves corbel. The chimney stacks have been rebuilt in brick and the roof is slated.

Its 19th century stone-built farm buildings are attached to the east side of the rear service-wing. Only the feed-store building with granary over survives, formerly part of an ‘L’ shape range shown in a mid-20th century aerial photo .
The house consists of a hall/kitchen at the entry and is divided from a narow pantry and parlour by a stone partition with framed doorways. A storied rear wing appears to be a contemporary service-room/ back-kitchen, formerly with access doorway from the hall/kitchen and likely site of original stair.  
The hall/kitchen has a transverse chamfered ceiling-beam, which intersects a pair of double tennoned axial chamfered ceiling-beams all with angled stops. Its axial beams formerly housed square section joists (removed). Its gable-end fireplace has brick jambs and a timber lintel, which has been cut back, but has evidence for a chamfer with curved stops. In the stone partiton one doorway, to the pantry retains its original oak frame with square head and ogee stop to jambs. This doorway has original iron hinges and a 3 plank door.
The parlour and pantry have two, chamfered axial ceiling-beams with square section joists, for a lathe & plaster ceiling. One ceiling-beam has a lathe and stud partiton under it with studs on the pantry side. There are blocked stone mullioned windows to rear end walls. The present end fireplace in the parlour is modern, but may originally have had a fireplace.
The first-floor is reached by a later stair, where there is a fireplace of dressed stone at each gable end (see Photos). That over the parlour is slightly larger than over the Hall/kitchen.  The roof-trusses are of tie-beam and collar type with three studs under the collar. The soffit of the tie-beam was covered over and therefore evidence for framed partitions defining the rooms was not available.
The rear service-wing has been much altered, but retains an unusual, inward projecting, dressed stone, corbelled first-floor fireplace (blocked), to its gable-end. It has ground-floor entrances to the north gable-end and to both, the west and east sides, the north one is blocked by a later window. The wing had been widened in the mid-19th century by removing the original east wall and extending to the east. At this time a king-post roof truss was inserted to support the new roof and loft ventilation slits were made in the gable. At first-floor a second fireplace was built in the corner of the widened gable-end, supported on a large column of masonry. An adjacent timber ladder stair gives access to the granary room over the feed-store building to the east. Today, all the first-floor timbers have been removed and it has been used as a farm building store-room. The fact that stone mullion windows are used in the addition and in the adjoining feed-store building, appears to indicate that they were still using these windows in the 19th century.
