Llechwedd, Lledrod, Ceredigion
A strikingly situated, derelict, clay-walled cottage-farmhouse.  The house still retains its slated roof but it will soon become a ruin.  The house is probably C19th in date but may occupy an older site.  The house is downhill-sited and set on a substantial stone platform ranged east-west.  The siting demands a downhouse, but all has been lost beyond the gable-end west chimney, and the platform appears to have been robbed.  The clay-walled house is storeyed with a central doorway and first-floor window on the south side. The brick lining of the end chimney can be glimpsed and it presumably replaces a fireplace hood.  The bare honey-coloured clay walls have a very weathered appearance but patches of limewash still survive beneath the eaves.
