Dear Archivist,

I am carrying out a historical survey for the Gwent Wildlife Trust of a number of their reserves. One of the reserves is called Kittys Orchard, at Llandenny Walks, in the parish of Llandenny, Monmouthshire. The map reference is SO 401 046.  I enclose a map of the location of Kittys Orchard. 

The former owner, Mrs Margaret Howarth, told me that she and her late husband Eric Howarth, had previously had some historical research carried out on the land, and had been told that the land had been bought from Clive of India in 1770 by the Duke of Beaufort, but no longer has details or references.

I have checked through an index of the Badminton Papers in the Gwent Record Office and made a note of the following:
9695 schedule of court books, surveys, leases etc. belonging to the estates in Monmouthshire purchased of Lord Clive. (late 18th. century).

11,026 reference book to a map of lands in co.Monmouth  (late18th century)

11,484-11491 deeds relating to property including “the little gardene in Llandenny”.
13009 extracts of property to be conveyed by Robert, Lord Clive, to the Duke of Monmouth (sic), co. Monmouth  (c.1770).

13011 agreement for the sale by Robert, Lord Clive, to the Duke of Beaufort, of the lordships of Usk and Treleck and other estates in co. Monmouth. (1772).

I would be grateful for any advice you could give me on how to proceed with my researches.  I am also interested in any suggestion on the origin of the name “Llandenny Walks”.  It sounds like parkland or something similar. Interestingly enough I noticed a series of crop marks (some in squares) on an aerial photograph of “Berllan Fedw”, a farm to the south of Kittys Orchard.
