The house lies in a hollow beside a stream. The land rises to the south east for about 440 yards and the site may have been subject to flooding. At some time (18th century?) this bank was drained, not so much for land improvement as for flood control. The drains brought water, which flowed at all times except in long periods of drought, under a toilet building at the end of the kitchen wing. This contained three seats abreast over the channel: two adult ones and one smaller (see photograph). The building has been dismantled for safety reasons and the timbers removed; some of these have been retained. 
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
