The estate and the lordship of Cemaes continued in the family until 1681 when William Owen died without issue and his possessions passed between his two sisters, namely Elizabeth who married Arthur Laugharne of Llanreithen, and Anne who married Thomas Lloyd of Penpedwast

(Meline), descended of the Bronwydd family who in due course became sole owners of the estate and the lordship.

York university have located the presumed site of the mansion which was abandonned in the 18C and their brief excavations have revealed substantial walls and a cobbled floor. This lies immediately to the north of the farm reservoir and at least part of the mansion and/or gardens may well have been destoyed when digging this. Was there a pool or pond here in the first place? There is a belt of trees running N-S to the west of the site - the course of a stream?

In 1840, the present owner states, a new house was built about 100m to the west beyond a parallel stream. It was of slate, an ample rectangle, on terraces facing south with a steep descent in front. It has been extended backwards and a large porch built on the front in more recent times. It is in excellent condition and appearance.

There are some small old buildings nearby, some ruinous and some modified to house pet animals for the delight of the paying public.

When this house was built and its site laid out, a modern range of farm buildings was constructed downhill and to the SW, certainly further away from the house than in traditional set-ups. There was some pretence of gentry status even on the part of tenants.

No very old planted trees were seen. There are large ash and sycamore in the shelter belt.
