Mr rogers has now cleared the ivy from the inside and from the tops of the garden walls  and repaired some of them.  There is some recent storm damage to the large entrance gate and piers in the west wall.  The collapsed part of the lower wall awaits rebuilding.  There is evidence that the lower end of the west wall was, at one time, only about 1.7m high. The high wall at the NE corner is built of more substantial stone.
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The internal walling – viewpoint, terracing, backing of the glasshouse – is of a different construction (and date?).  The glasshouse wall has evidence of a fireplace at the right hand side from which two horizontal and parallel flues go left with a vertical flue at the left end.
