Ivy Tower Mansion and farm, cottages and land, Greenhill,

Hentland and Hoplas with cottages, etc.

There are two very nice sketches by JH Phillips dated 1912, one of the front and one of the rear of the mansion set in lawns and trees. There are good 25” maps of Greenhill and Hentland.

(The three farms are in Pwlcrochan parish, Pembroke.)

The mansion is in 50 acres with two walled gardens and two cottages.

A separate lot is ......all that manor or lordship of St Florence......36 tenants......the quit rents amount to £12-13-9......fines 2d per acre on admission.......heriot £2 on death in the manor, 5s on death outside.

40 acres of the mansion land is tenanted by John Henry Jenkins who was farming in this area til recent times (perhaps until c1980)

Ivy Tower farm of 154 acres was tenated by this same Mr Jenkins.

Greenhill farm of 424 acres was let to Howard William Hall whose family were there until the 1960’s.

Hentland farm of 233 acres was let to Arthur George who sold the farm to Regent Oil.

Hoplas farm of 116 acres was let to William James Jenkins, brother of the above JHJ, who farmed there until the 1960’s.

(These three farms were presueably bought by their tenants.
