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On the north side of the A4115 from Templeton to Crosshands is the entrance to Molleston Baptist church. There are 20th century gate pillars and walling with a double cast-iron gate, quite possibly of earlier vintage. (Photograph)

There is a straight drive northwards almost 200 yards long ending in another double gate. This is evidently more modern wrought iron and hung on more recent block pillars.

The drive has a grass verge on each side flanked by a hedge bank. Mature oak and beech trees alternately line each side, including some darker-leaved varieties, mostly planted in the hedge but sometimes in the grass. Later (one guesses) planting includes various Cupressus but these seem to have suffered by being in the shade. There are recent replacement plantings but these too may struggle in the shade of the mature trees.                  

Beyond the second gates is a large car park and graveyard and the church itself, all beautifully maintained.
