Inventory valuation £263 including all sorts of small items in and out-doors. Two ferrets in hutch and five wild ducks, Brussels sprouts and a coke crusher. Letters about timber, rates, duty etc.

Knight, Frank and Rutley shared the sale commission and received £97 from Roch.

Letters from Col. Delme Davies Evans of Penylan, Llanfynydd, Carms.who would have liked Upton but it was too soon as he had not yet retired from Banking.

Ownership and rights of chapel not yet established.

Letter to Neale from Roch about edging tiles in garden. (1999 there were many glazed tiles mostly buried)

Neale did not want the price of the estate to be published and Roch promised that he would tell no-one.

A later roch letter ended, “Tell Joyce that I will look out for a pony for her”.

KF&R Sale notice:


404 and a half acres – acetyline gas from a private plant – large kitchen garden with two greenhouses – Home Farm of 337 and three quarters acres let to MG Thomas at £270 per annum – asking price £9,100.

Letter from Eaton Evans re another would-be purchaser.

Neale refusing to sign but doesn’t want other people interested.

Letter from Davies Evans:  “my present home (Penylan) is rather too near the Pantglas Institute for Mental Defectives to be pleasant and I rather fancy Pembrokeshire”.

Neale offered £4,250 at one point for 66 and a half acres (ie excluding the farm) but Tasker Evans would not split it.
