1837 Henry Leach (1794-1864) son of Abraham Leach II (1763-1843) and Catherine Smith who had married Elizabeth Brigstocke (1800-1861) if Baenpant.

A succession of owners included Rev J.W.James (1840), Barlow, Rice, Colby, Phillips (?) and Lord Kensington. In 1867 it was the home of Ven George Clark, Archdeacon and Prependary of St Davids.

Built c 1800 (FJ says 1815) and surrounded by formal gardens…stables with cobbled floors, an old coach-house and a high-walled kitchen garden…a front drive…rhododendrons. (?)

Walled garden of red brick (Pevsner 2004)

From 1977 it was a Country House hotel.
