Examined by Cadw but rejected for Register.

16th century house built by Robert Vaughan, son of Rhys Vaughan of Corsygedor, Merioneth.

He was succeeded there by son William and grandson Rhys. The latter owned it in 1670 when it had 6 hearths; the present house has six chimney stacks. After Rhys the Steadmans of Strata Florida were there and c 1700 the Gower family of Boughton St John, Worcs aquired it. Abel Gower (1694-1788) inherited; his son Admiral Sir Erasmus Gower (1742-1814) inherited but did not live here. He was Governer of Newfoundland 1804-1807. His brother Abel (1768-1837 succeeded him. The house wa reroofed in 1832; he had aquired Castle Malgwyn in 1808 (D.Miles states that he puchased it in 1824) He was followed by his nephew R.F.Gower (1794-1884) but he lived mostly at Clynderwen and Glandovan was tenanted for much of the 19th century.

The said R.F.Gower was High Sheriff in 1842. He was the son of Robert Gower by Sarah Favell; in 1832 he married Lillias Miller, Daughter of the Rev. Dr. Anthony Stewart of Kirkowan, Wigtownshire - she died in 1880.

(Abel Lewes Gower of Castle Maelgwyn, brother of R.F.Gower was HS in 1845. He married Elizabeth Logan of Clarkston, Stirlingshire.)
