Cadw lists the house, the farmhouse and its stable and coach-house.

(The stable is described as of banded rubblestone....with a hipped roof.)
The churchyard at Nevern has a very large enclosure with walls and pillars and rails and    headstones to the Bowen family and the intermarried Griffiths family.

The church contains many plaques to the Bowens and some older ones to the Warrens of Trewern.

The Bowen family also used Berry Hill and Berllan. They were, in the second half of the 19C, involved with the gentry social life of Teiviside.

David Griffiths, son of a miller of Lampeter Velfrey, born 1756, was educated at Pembroke and at the age of 18 became a tutor to the Bowen children. He took holy orders and became curate at Nevern. Later vicar. He espoused methodism and drew vast crowds to hear him preach.

He arranged to have chapels built near four churches so that services could be held in the week.

1781 he married his pupil Anne Bowen.

1810  George Bowen died and the Griffiths family moved to Berllan Seven children of whom George David went up to Oxford, lived at Lancych, was DL and HS 1779. 

Mrs Griffiths died and he moved to Berry Hill. He instructed his gardener to send grafts of apple trees as “there are few good apples here”.  6 Lawrence, 6 Margill, 6 American, 6 White Custard,

6 Non-pareil.

He suffered depression and in 1834 committed suicide.
