As with the other houses in this group it has not been established when they were built.

Now the Broadmead Hotel. A road, Tudor Way has been driven in from Heywood Lane just outside the eastern boundary turning right along the back hedge to a new housing estate. Unlike the other properties hereabout the gardens never did extend further back. Much of the garden to the east of the house has been separated off and a house built thereon. There survives the large turning circle in front of the house; behind is a grassed area with small trees and shrubs - a typical Tenby, easy maintenance garden!
