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The larger, west, part of the house is called Rosemount Court and is probably divided into apartments.The smaller east end  is a private house called Rose Lawn (rather oddly since the “garden” is a bleakly enclosed area of gravel; there is a planted border outside the wall.

A road has been driven into the garden to the west of the house. It curves round behind passing a terrace of houses over to the right (SSW) and straightening up along the east side; here is a row of small detached houses whose short gardens back onto St Mary’s Hill.

Some original stone wall survives along the road (Heywood Lane) and along the western boundary. There is a trace of a lower wall at the back of the northernmost houses bordering St. Mary’s Hill.

1914     Mjr. Walter Levett

1922    Judge Wilfred Baugh Allen (whose wife Ann Sophia was a Wedgwood d or gd) died             

           here. He was from Cilrhiw and Hill and is buried at Ludchurch.

1939-45  Owned(?) by a Tenby tradesman. Home to the Adams family of Holyland whose home had been requisitioned.

The only remaining feature of those in the RCAMW database is part of the boundary wall.
