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THE POTTERY
The archaeological work resulted in the recovery of a small assemblage of 27 sherds, 227 g, 22 of which derive from a single vessel. Most of the group dates to the post-medieval period with one sherd and two crumbs of possible medieval date. The assemblage is catalogued below:

Trench 2 

u/s. One basesherd, partially glazed red earthenware. Possibly Malvern Chase. ?17-19th century.

Trench 6 

(600) One sherd of blue and white transfer decorated china. 19-20th century

(604) Two small crumbs, 1 g in weight. Probably Medieval.

(605) Twenty-two sherds from a clear glazed red earthenware vessel with moulded relief in classical style. 19-20th century.

One bodysherd with a sooted exterior. Unglazed local sandy ware. 13-15th century.

No further work is recommended. The pottery assemblage was not retained.
